Twenty-five years of visionary
activism—and still going strong.

The Los Angeles office of Physicians
for Social Responsibility (PSR-LA) start-
ed in 1980 out of a small shared office
on Pico Boulevard near La Brea. Reagan
had just been elected and talk of “win-
ning a nuclear war” filled the news.

“It's remarkable how much we
accomplished right from the gate,” says
Richard Saxon M.D., who co-founded
PSR-LA with wife, Pauline Saxon, “and
how quickly we grew.”

A year after its founding, PSR-LA
hosted a symposium on the medical con-
sequences of nuclear war at the
Bonaventure Hotel. Over 3,000 people
attended. The conference literally jump-
started Los Angeles’ nascent anti-nuclear
peace movement.

“At the time of Reagan’s huge mili-
tary build-up, my daughter was born, and
like many Americans, I felt an new
urgency to safeguard innocent human
lives from the senseless military and
political schemes coming from the White
House,” recalls PSR-LA Secretary
William Perkins M.D. “The symposium's
many medical experts presented over-
whelming scientific facts showing how
the detonation of even a single nuclear
weapon would be an unparalleled disas-
ter for human health. I was eager to join
the physicians who were making it part
of their medical careers to educate the
public about how nuclear weapons must
never, never be used.”

PSR-LA Announces 25th Anniversary Campaign
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Although Defense Secretary

Rumsfeld routinely dismisses the impor-
tance of noncombatant casualties—in
May 2003 he told reporter Helen
Thomas “we don't track them (Iraqi
dead)”—it is an indisputable fact that
innocent men, women and children are
the most common victims of war. 

Efforts to substantiate the number of
Iraqi dead have include www.iraqbody-
count.net, a website which culls informa-
tion from press reports. At last count the
project estimates that between 15,000 to
20,000 individuals were directly killed
by coalition forces. The site however
does not conjecture on indirect deaths
caused by disruption to the Iraqi public
health infrastructure.

A group of British physicians  were
not satisfied with such estimates and
conducted a cross-sectional survey in
Iraq comparing the mortality rate 14.6
months before the invasion in March
2003 with the mortality rate for the 17.8
months afterwards. This rigorously peer
reviewed study was published in the
Lancet in October 2004.

The Lancet doctors   found that vio-
lence related deaths went up 58-fold
after the invasion. Violence became the
leading cause of death immediately fol-
lowing the US invasion, followed by
myocardial infarction and stroke, where-
as prior to the war, myocardial infarction
and stroke had been the leading causes
of death. 

The authors conclude that there were
98,000 extra deaths in the postwar peri-
od. They conclude that the "survey indi-
cates that the death toll associated with
the invasion and occupation of Iraq is
probably about 100,000 people, and may
be much higher." The study ended prior
to the U.S. campaign against Fallouja
where untold thousands were killed and
the city essentially destroyed.

Please note that this count does not
include morbidity. Nor does the Lancet
article include the tragic loss of 1500
Americans killed in battle, nor the
20,000-plus American injured. The arti-
cles specifically focused on mortality—
and not on the maimed, nor the brain
damaged, nor the spinal cord injured, nor

the amputees nor those who died from
common treatable infections for want of
adequate medical care. (Add to Iraq’s
burden—an estimated 500,000 children
who died due to the sanction program for
the ten years prior to the war).

American officials rarely refer to non-
combatant injuries or deaths. When Bush
administration officials express concern
about casualties, it is universally limited
to American or Iraqi government com-
batants. (American deaths are nonethe-
less concealed through banning photo-
graphs of returning coffins). Yet, thanks
to the internet, it's not difficult to find
terrifying images from the ground war. 

Yet the vast majority of Americans
remain ignorant of the tremendous
human costs of the war; certainly, the
mainstream press does not communicate
the devastation. However, if Americans
are oblivious to the consequences of
their actions, people in the Arab world
are not. If the war has succeeded in noth-
ing else, it has, as predicted, vastly
increased the hostility of the world to
America.

Among the many tragedies of war, the
most fundamental is the inevitable
human suffering and loss of life.
Nevertheless, we are today tasting the
bitter fruits of war here at home.
President Bush's staggering FY 2006
budget of $500 billion for the military
and Iraq is taking from education and
health care, housing and the environ-
ment, transportation and scientific
research—the cornerstones of a healthy
society. Given this administration's cre-
ation of the largest deficit in history, our
children will also be paying for this war
for generations. And, here at home, new
stories of American soldiers involved in
torture and “mercy killings” seem to
appear every week. Even our cherished
civil liberties are now under threat in
pursuit of an unending “war on terror.”

I ask, what is becoming of our
America?

Human Cost of Iraq War
Lancet journal asserts over 100,000 additional
deaths from U.S. occupation

Curren W. Warf, M.D. is an Assistant
Clinical Professor of Pediatrics at the
Keck School of Medicine of USC.  He is
also Medical Director of the High Risk
Youth Program and Adolescent Medicine
Fellowship Director at Childrens
Hospital Los Angeles.  He was elected to
the PSR-LA Board in 2005.
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Indeed, PSR-LA's award-winning
film, “Race to Oblivion,” and diplomatic
trips to the Soviet Union, Germany,
China, Kazakstan and Great Britain were
key contributions in the 1980's.

In no time PSR-LA grew to become
the largest PSR chapter in the nation,
playing a leading role in national, state,
and local policy efforts. In 1989, the
chapter broadened its public health mis-
sion to include environmental issues
when we hosted a national symposium
on global environmental threats. It comes
as no surprise that PSR-LA has become
widely recognized for our unique ability
to provide science-based resources on air
and water quality, toxins, energy and
transportation as well as keen insight
into environmental justice.

In the 1990's PSR-LA was a leader in
forestalling, and ultimately eliminating,
the benightedly placed Ward Valley
radioactive waste dump— mere miles
from the Colorado River.

In 1994, PSR-LA organized UC-
Irvine medical students to protest (and
ultimately drive out-of-business)
Southern California's Saturday Night
Special hand-gun manufacturers. PSR-
National subsequently launched their
own violence prevention program. PSR-
LA has now trained hundreds of physi-
cians and medical students to identify
and counsel those individuals most at
risk of gun injury.

"When I think back over the years,
what stands out most to me is people—
the amazing physicians and community
members I've worked with who gave
their all to the organization and the
cause," said PSR-LA Board President

Amid rising concern about mercury, 
EPA sets new rules that allow emissions 
trading by industry.

Mercury Pollution &
Fish Consumption
Exposure to mercury can come
from a variety of sources.These
may come from broken ther-
mometers or other spills in the
home or workplace, or from
breathing airborne mercury
from power plants, incinerators,
and other industrial facilities.
Most Americans get the majori-
ty of their mercury exposure by
eating an otherwise nutritious
food—fish.

Once released into the air from
a power plant’s smokestack or
other industrial activity, mercury
drifts in the atmosphere, but
eventually returns to the sur-
face, mostly into lakes, rivers,
and oceans. Aquatic microor-
ganisms convert the heavy
metal into the organic form,
methylmercury. Fish absorb
methylmercury from water as it
passes over their gills and as
they feed on other aquatic
organisms. As larger fish eat
smaller ones, concentrations of
the pollutant increase in the big-
ger fish in a process known as
bioaccumulation. Consequently,
larger predator fish have higher
concentrations as a result of
eating contaminated prey.

Children and the developing
fetus are most vulnerable to
mercury exposure. Prenatal
exposure from maternal con-
sumption of highly contaminat-
ed fish can cause later impair-
ments in children. Recent epi-
demiologic studies have found
that children exposed to even
low levels of mercury before
birth experience subtle symp-
toms of neurologic damage.

of the four million children born in
America each year. While not all of this
damage can be prevented, the study
found that coal-fired power plants which
produce 41 percent of mercury emissions
nationwide cause some $1.3 billion of
the economic loss.

The new mercury regulations - like
the Bush administration's general
approach to reducing air pollution -
include a cap-and-trade program that
allows some power plants to buy and sell
mercury pollution credits.

Mercury is a highly toxic substance
that can poison wildlife and cause brain
and nervous system damage in children
and fetuses. Unlike some other air pollu-
tants, such as carbon dioxide, mercury
concentrates in dangerous "hot spots." So
merely reducing overall levels leaves
some areas vulnerable. 

Among the largest emitters of mercu-
ry pollution: coal-fired power plants, fac-
tories that produce chlorine, and automo-
bile scrap yards. About 115 tons of mer-
cury is emitted in the US each year, 48
tons of which come from power plants.

According to the Natural Resources
Defense Council, mercury pollution in
the US has contaminated 12 million
acres of lakes, estuaries, and wetlands
(30 percent of the total), and 473,000
miles of streams, rivers, and coasts.

On March 15th 2005, the Environ-
mental Protection Agency issued a rule
that essentially gives electric utilities a
free pass from controlling their mercury
pollution for more than a decade. 

The rule violates the Clean Air Act by
failing to place stringent controls on a
dangerous pollutant that especially
threatens women and children. It also
puts into place a pollution trading
scheme that will allow power plants to
emit far more mercury for much longer
than the law permits. 

In place of stringent controls, the
agency created a pollution trading
scheme— the first ever such market for a
toxin —that EPA predicts will only
reduce pollution by 50 percent in 2020.
The agency could not even provide a
date after 2020 when power plants would
actually achieve EPA's 70 percent reduc-
tion goal, a cut the agency could easily
require now, according to many environ-
mental groups.

A recently released study by scientists
at the Mount Sinai Center for Children's
Health and the Environment in New
York reported that reductions in IQ due
to mercury pollution affect between
300,000 and 600,000 American children
each year and will cost the United States
an estimated $8.7 billion in lost earnings
annually (range: $2.2-$43.8 billion).

The Mount Sinai study, " Public
Health and Economic Consequences of
Methyl mercury Toxicity to the
Developing Brain," also claims that the
loss of IQ due to methyl mercury toxici-
ty affects between ten and fifteen percent
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Member Profile: Drs. Judith and Donald Broder

Judy Broder believes she attended her first protests
while still in the womb and attributes her social conscious-
ness to her progressive New Jersey household. Her physi-
cian father and feminist mother encouraged her to pursue a
medical education at a time when only a handful of
women were admitted to medical school. She entered the
College of the University of Chicago at the exceptional
age of sixteen where she met upperclassmen and Chicago
native, Don Broder.  She began medical school three years
later.

Judy and Don spent their college years arguing about
politics and philosophy, besides going to movies, folk
music concerts and parties, and occasionally studying!
Together, they were certain about two things: that they
would one day be doctors and that they would spend their
lives challenging war and social injustice. Today, more
than forty-five years after their first date, Drs. Judith and
Donald Broder sit on PSR-LA's board of directors and
give their time and unwavering support.

When Don and Judy were married (with two children)
and Don was in his Psychiatric residency, the Vietnam War
was well underway. Don's medical deferment had post-
poned his military service until the completion of his resi-
dency in 1966, after which he was commissioned to serve
in the Air Force and was stationed in Hawaii.  Describing
those times, Don says "Then, as now, dissent was frowned
upon and free speech was discouraged."

When Professor Oliver Lee of the University of Hawaii

became the target of government action for speaking out
against the war, the Broders joined with others in the
Honolulu community and organized protests against this
erosion of civil liberties and became active in opposition
to the Vietnam War.

Judy chaired the Hawaii Peace & Freedom Party and
worked with other civil rights organizations. Her activism
was noted by Don's military superiors. Don recalls, "They
called her 'subversive' and there was a veiled threat that
unless I cooperated and named her associates in her politi-
cal activities, I might be subject to a dishonorable dis-
charge.  They also suggested that I'd be better off if I
would divorce her!"

With the advice and support of civilian (and military)
friends, the Broders realized that these threats were empty
and could never be defended in a court of law.  Don
refused to cooperate and after many attempts, the military
eventually withdrew their pressure. For Judy, the interro-
gation was reminiscent of the time her parents were sum-
moned before the House Un-American Activities
Committee (HUAC). 

After thirty-five years of working as a psychiatrist
in both private practice as well as for the state in a youth
prison and then in an adult prison, Don is now retired and
preparing for his term as President-elect of PSR-LA's
board of directors beginning January 2006. Judy continues
her work in the private practice of psychiatry and psycho-
analysis.

The Broders generously open their home to PSR-LA for
meetings and events.  They are active in several local
political groups and Don has a number of 'letters to the
editor' published in local and national newspapers.

The Broders also enjoy spending time with their three
children and five grandchildren, cultivating a new genera-
tion of activists:  Two sons are physicians, interested in
improving the quality of medical care, and their daughter
is a landscape architect interested in restoring destroyed
environments.

The Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty
Organization (CTBTO) said that
Indonesia and Thailand both were
warned almost immediately of the mas-
sive undersea earthquake on 26
December 2004 that sparked deadly
tsunamis across the Indian Ocean .
According to CTBTO spokesman
Bernhard Wrabetz, “The raw data from
our sensors was transmitted in the
moments that followed the earthquake to
a number of national centers, including
those of Indonesia and Thailand. But it is
not known what those centers did with

the data, which can only be interpreted
by specialists.”

The Vienna-based CTBTO has a net-
work of sensors across the world, which
were set up to detect any nuclear tests
that violate the treaty, but they also mon-
itor natural seismic activity.

"Our mission is not to detect earth-
quakes and tsunamis, but we want to
adapt our system so that it can also func-
tion to this end," with a specific alert
capacity, Wrabetz added.

The giant waves sparked by the quake
off Sumatra hit Indonesia within 30 min-

utes and Thailand half an hour later,
killing more than 90,000 and more than
5,000 people, respectively in those cout-
nries. The failure to give a warning
sparked a row in Thailand, where many
foreign tourists were among the victims.
The Thai government has announced that
it would set up an inquiry into why the
public was not alerted.

The Bush Administration, deathly
opposed to the treaty, is planning on cut-
ting funding to the CTBTO.
